Welcome to the KCC Hockey 2011 — 2012 season!

Training day and time

The 2011 - 2012 Mini & Youth Hockey training sessions will commence on Sunday, 4™ September 2011. The
season will end on the last Sunday in June 2012. A separate summer program will be held throughout July and
August.

The weekly session will be held every Sunday as follows:

09:00 am to 10:00 am for U8’s — Beginners; C & D team players

10:00 amto 11:00 am for U8’s A & B team players

11:00 am to 12:00 noon for U10’s

12:00 noonto 13:00 pm for U12’s and Youth

Mini players must be between 5 - 12 years while youth players must be between 10 - 15 years (as of 1% September
2011). Children under 5 years of age will not be accepted.

KCC reserves the right to change course time, venue and date. Parents will be notified by email of any changes
beforehand whenever possible. No training will be held on Public Holidays. Players will be informed of any
training cancellation by email if KCC facilities are not available for our regular training.

The KCC Hockey Program is opened to all children of both KCC members and non-members. Due to a high
demand and the limited size of the sports hall, enrolment will be on a first-come first-served basis. There will be a
limit to the no. of intakes for the training sessions in all age groups.

Training groups will be drawn up by end of August and once a group is full, there will be a two-tiered waiting list
- one for members and one for non-members, with KCC members list taking priority. No one will be allowed to
join a group until a space becomes available regardless of their membership status. Successful applicants will be
informed by e-mail once our coordinator receives your registration form or before your first training day. If you
do not receive an email, you can assume that you are on the waiting list and will be contacted as soon as a place
becomes available.

Reqgjstration

To register your child(ren), please complete the attached registration / indemnity form and submit the form (for
non-KCC member, payment must be attached together) to the Hockey Coordinators, either in person to the KCC
reception or by mail and marked for the attention of the Hockey Coordinators. Faxed, emailed or incompleted
registration form will not be processed. Please photocopy for additional forms. One form per player.
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New players are welcome to take a max. of 2 trial sessions before making a commitment for a full-
season. However, the attached registration form must be completed before participating in any training
sessions for safety and liability reasons. For non-KCC members, form without payment will not be
entertained.

ANY PLAYERS FOUND ATTENDING THE TRAINING WITHOUT PROPER AND PRIOR
REGISTRATION WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE THE TRAINING IMMEDIATELY.

Youth & Under 12 Players ONLY

All youth players and some U12 experienced players will be informed separately in the new season to
play in the Youth League organized the Hong Kong Hockey Association (HKHA). A separate “Player
Registration Form”, 2 photos and a HKID card copy are required by the P & D Section of HKHA. To_
avoid any confusion, all youth tournaments are required to fill out separate registration form for HKHA.

Aage Group
All players will be allocated to an age group according to the table below. However, if you feel that your child
should play in a different age group for safety reasons, then you must discuss this with the coordinators.

Responsibility of Parent Guardian

Any child playing in the club or taking part in any of the Club’s activities must be accompanied by a Parent or
Guardian who must be present at all times. The Club shall not be held responsible in any way for the health,
safety or behaviour of any child(ren) attending any club or inter-club activities, whether or not they are
registered players.

All training sessions finish on time. Please ensure players are picked up promptly after the completion of
the activity. In case of T8 / black rainstorm warning signals being hoisted during the training session, training
will cease and parents are requested to pick up their children immediately. In extreme cases, late pick up will
result in your child being removed from the activity. In such instances, no refund, credit letter or make up
will be provided.

Parents are welcome to help out in various ways (coaching or non-coaching areas), please indicate your interest
or availability on the attached registration form.

Please note that all correspondence of the hockey section will be sent out by email only, hence, parents
must advise us immediately if there is a change of email address and/or mobile no. as indicated on the
form. The mobile number will be used for emergency matters, if any arise.

e T8/ black rainstorm warning — club closed, all events cancelled

» T3/ red rainstorm warning — training still go ahead as NORMAL, however, it is parents’ own discretion if
they wish for their child to attend the training

* T1/amber rainstorm warning - normal




e Incase:
a) cancellation of training session due to typhoon or rainstorm warnings, no refund, credit or make up
lesson will be offered; and
b) T8 / black rainstorm warning signals is hoisted during the training session, training will cease and
parents are requested to pick up their children immediately.

e Training sessions may be cancelled at the discretion of KCC if the training venue is deemed dangerous by
coaches due to other inclement weather conditions. No refund, credit letter or make up lesson will be
provided.

Rul nd Regulation

« Kowloon Cricket Club is a private sports club which is strictly for members only. All KCC hockey players
should be honoured to be part of the KCC team and must respect the Club’s rules and regulations at all
times. Coaches and/or the committee of the KCC Hockey Section reserve the right to withdraw any
players/parents who display a lack of good conduct or behaviour during training sessions and tournaments
without any refund of fees;

No parking facilities for non-KCC members;

Use of mobile phone is strictly prohibited within the club’s indoor premises;

Player must have an attendance record of at least 80% at training sessions in order to participate in any
tournament. This percentage is set back to zero after each tournament;

KCC Hockey Section coaches reserve the right to withdraw any players from tournaments if the
attendance rate does not meet the standard;

Selection for games, tournaments and position are decided strictly by the coaches according to each
individual’s performance and attendance record. Players MAY BE asked by the coaches to move up or
down to a different time slot during anytime of the season which is more suitable for their ability & level;

In case of a medical emergency, your child will be transferred to the nearest government hospital using
the HK Government Emergency Medical Unit.
